After the success of the Lunar Saxophone Quartet’s ‘New Music Awards’ in 2007 and 2008, after taking time away from the competition to record their acclaimed Signum Classics albums, the LSQ are now opening applications for scores for the 

LSQ New Music Awards 2012.

This years competition is open to composers studying at any British College, University or Conservatoire with the view the to finding a new ‘outstanding’ compositional work for saxophone quartet.  

The 2012 awards will see 8 short listed pieces receive a performance at one of the UK’s most beautiful contemporary music venues The Forge, Camden with the winning piece being recorded on a forthcoming LSQ album.  Sponsor prizes for 2nd and 3rd place will also be awarded on the night.
This year’s competition will contain the new element of work-shopping to the previous competitions.  Entrants are invited to London to work with the LSQ and acclaimed composer Gabriel Jackson on their pieces prior to submitting them.  This new element will hopefully ensure entries are the best they can possibly be prior to submission.  A further workshop will be available for the final 8 shortlisted pieces prior to the final competition performance.

The deadline for entries to this year’s competition is February 14th 2012.  If you are planning on submitting a piece it is highly recommended that initial contact via email is made to info@lunarsax.co.uk by 1st November 2011.  Without this initial contact we will be unable to offer you an opportunity to workshop your piece prior to submission, however, you are still able to enter your piece by the February 14th 2011 deadline without work-shopping should you wish.
The competition final is scheduled for July 2011.

To ensure your piece is eligible for entry, please follow the competition rules and guidelines very carefully.

Rules and Guidelines

1. Entries must be between 7-15 minutes in length.

2. All music submitted must be the composer’s original work.

3. Compositions may have been already been written, however, they must have not previously received a public performance of any kind.

4. Entries can be scored for any combination of Soprano, Alto, Tenor & Baritone Saxophones, however, impracticalities of scoring for unusual combinations of instruments should be considered.  For example a four-baritone saxophone piece is likely to cause severe programming issues.

5. It is VITAL that the style of composition entered matches the identity of the LSQ and complements the ensembles musical direction. 

6. Entries must be accompanied by a brief piece synopsis no longer than 300 words & composer biography no longer than 500 words on a single sheet of A4 paper.

It is strongly recommended that pieces submitted by post be sent via recorded delivery.

A Sibelius file of your piece (version 5 or above) MUST also be submitted on along with your application.

8. An application fee of £20 made payable to ‘Lunar Saxophone Quartet’ must also be included with your application or made via paypal to info@lunarsax.co.uk.

9. The Lunar Saxophone Quartet will have 3 years recording rights and 2 years performance right over winning pieces of music.

10. By submitting your entry to the 2012 competition you agree to abide by the competition rules.

11. Entries must be submitted by 5pm on 14th February 2011.

12. Unfortunately copies of submitted music, applications and CD’s cannot be returned.
